
Year 5 Spellings Autumn Term 1 

Each week, children in year 5 will be given a set of spellings to learn.  These 
are given out on Monday in their spelling book , which needs to be returned 
on Friday, ready for your spelling test.  

Although lists of spellings are given, it is up to the children how best they 
think they will learn them. Some prefer to do the look, cover, write check 
method, whereas others like to play games with the spellings words.  

In school we will look at a different selling pattern every few weeks, and find 
ways to categorise and learn them. The home spellings will include words that 
focus on the particular spelling pattern we are looking at, as well as high 
frequency words that the children need to practice. 

Below is a copy of the spelling lists  / patterns that we will be looking at as 
well as a chart of  the KS1 and KS2 high frequency words. I recommend to 
the children to practice the words from their weekly list and also choose a 
couple of words from the high frequency lists to practise. 

I have also included some ideas for spelling games, which are written on 
activity cards.
